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· You will receive transition food to take home.
· Transition instructions ½ of original then switch to preferred brand of recommended protein level. 
· Small breed: 15-16% protein
· Larger breed: 17-18% Protein pellet food (Flemish, continental. Anything that is supposed to reach 12 lbs. or higher)
· Babies 8 weeks to 10 months get unlimited pellets
· Adults: ¼ cup of pellets a day (small breed)
· Giant breeds unlimited pellets until a year old then ¼ cup daily.
· Unlimited hay (timothy hay is the best choice) babies can have alfalfa hay but after they reach 12 weeks it is best to switch to timothy because alfalfa hay can cause UTI’S (it is high in protein). 
· Unlimited veggies (romaine lettuce, carrots, oranges, apples take out the core, grapes, seedless watermelon, bananas, strawberries, etc.) they CANNOT have (iceberg lettuce, celery, broccoli, or spinach) if you’re unsure if they can have it, you can reach out to us or research on google. (giant breeds and babies) ****Wait until 12 weeks which is 3 months of age to introduce fruits and vegetables to your babies to exclude digestive issues such as diarrhea. **** Introduce meaning not a lot right off slowly add in veggies or fruits to their diet.
